XDCAM HD/EX, DVCPRO or IMX. Through a simple
desktop interface AirSpeed servers record material
directly into the Avid Unity™ media network. Connected
NewsCutter® systems can begin editing even while

the media is still recording. Incoming material can

also be logged with Avid Interplay® Assist, with the
ability to add locators and descriptive metadata.

When highest HD quality is paramount, the

Avid AirSpeed DNxHD® server and the Avid DNxchange®
device convert HD-SDI footage into Avid DNxHD
material with the same powerful workflow. On playback,
Avid DNxHD-encoded files are converted to their
original HD bandwidth for a pristine HD picture.

Event list playout from the Avid AirSpeed video
servers can be controlled by third-party automation
systems, or triggered over the network by the
iINEWS® Command assisted automation system.

Logging

Avid's simple yet powerful Assist logging and rough

cut editing tool lets your staff review and log footage
without having to be trained on craft editing applications.
It supports proxy workflows, allowing work on low-res
versions of clips that take up much less storage space
than high-quality SD or HD production media.

News editing

NewsCutter editors have a big speed advantage.
They don't wait to transfer P2 or XDCAM material on
external devices into the editor. Avid Media Access
(AMA) technology allows the editor to immediately
view and edit footage on connected devices.

NewsCutter software, Nitris® DX and Avid Mojo® DX editing
systems handle a range of HD and SD resolutions and
formats, and can mix XDCAM HD/EX, DV25, DV50, MPEG
IMX, and Avid DNxHD on the same timeline. Editors can use
Interplay to quickly locate all assets in shared storage. They
can open iNEWS or ENPS scripts using the system’s NRCS
(newsroom computer system) tool to edit pictures to words.

Media asset management

All media entering the Avid Unity media network

is checked in by Avid Interplay, making it available
instantly for searching, logging, browsing, and editing.
Avid Interplay Transfer provides faster-than-real-time
transfers to production devices, asset availability to
third-party systems, and the capability for remote
workgroups to share media over any distance.

Archive

Avid Interplay Archive provides intuitive archive and
restore capabilities and easy-to-use search and
retrieval tools. Intelligent tracking of archived material
allows editors to work with low-resolution proxies

of archived media, restoring just the parts needed
and doing it all within the editing interface.

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Newsroom integration

With the NewsCutter NRCS tool, the story opens up
directly inside the application, so the editor can time the
video to the words in the script—even before the reporter
provides a voice track or final footage is available—whether
it's an Avid iINEWS script or another supported NRCS.

No matter the order in which finished stories and packages
are completed, the editor can send the final sequence

to playout. The iINEWS rundown is continually updated
with playout assisted automation systems such as

Avid INEWS Command, so the newscast runs on time,

in order.
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Web and IP delivery

Compelling Web content—including text, video, still

images, audio, and headframes—can be efficiently created
in parallel with the video newscast with the Avid Active™
ContentManager system. This template- and rule-based
framework lets journalists automatically send an entire
iINEWS story to Active ContentManager and publish it
directly to the Web using the station’s existing page design.
Now, making news available to online audiences can be
done for a fraction of the cost of traditional Web production.
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When it comes to getting a story on the air, now means now. Footage is still being captured—and playout is already
underway. No one can remember the title of the b-roll, but the clip can be located quickly by searching other attributes.
The reporter hasn't recorded the voiceover yet? Bring the script right into the editing workstation and start cutting.
